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Australian cotton's work to contribute to relevant SDGs
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WATER: Research has shown a long-term trend of a reduction
in the volume of water needed to grow a bale of Australian
cotton every five years. This trend is the result of
sustained research and practice change. Maintaining this
trend will become increasingly difficult over time, and will
require increasingly more effort.

CARBON: We are working to reduce emissions, increase

the amount of carbon stored on farms, and accurately
measure our net carbon footprint. For many years we have
invested in research and adoption to strengthen grower
resilience.

BIODIVERSITY: We are working to more accurately measure
native vegetation and increase the area of cotton farmland
managed for conservation. Biodiversity on cotton farms
can provide natural pest control and pollination, control
erosion, store carbon and enhance water retention.

PESTICIDES: We are working to reduce the volume of pesticides,
& to reduce their toxicity to human health and environment.
Central to this is Integrated Pest Management, a strategy
to manage pests with a range of practices including crop
rotations, weed control, and native vegetation and refuge
crops to house ‘beneficial insects and birds.

EFFICIENCY: We invest heavily in research to increase yields,
and innovative cotton growers spend time and money
adopting this research and new technologies.
